Property Photo Thumbnails in the άSearch Resultsέ Module: 
 

A new feature that has been introduced to the search results report module is the 
property photo thumbnail. This allows users the ability to have another reference for 
the home or property they are looking at, while viewing their search results.  
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 
The pictures will only appear if the county/city has made property photos available for 
viewing.  
In the event that there is not a picture available for viewing, the thumbnail below will 
display as a placeholder. Again, this feature will only be available for most beacon sites 
that have chosen to display property photos.

Scrollable Modules: 
 
The addition of scrollable modules was implemented to provide users the ability to 
scroll specific modules rather than the whole window. With this feature, users can now 
independently scroll modules where scroll bars are available to view reports and search 
results pages, as well as the layer and info panes.
